Hints on how to Practice the Prayer of Petition.

Trust God. He knows our needs even before we ask him’

Prayer of petition increases our faith...and tests it as well!

We ask God this or that only if it is his according to his will. (All prayers of petition are
by implication conditional.

Petition God with a “child-like” attitude An attitude of trust, confidence and love

Prayer of petition should be persevering.

Do not ask only for material things!

What we receive through prayer is always a free gift of God, not something He owes us.
He owes us nothing!

Our prayer of petition should not be self-centered” “ but ‘God-centered’
